B.1 PURPOSE

The purpose of this contract is to provide services that fall
within the scope of the work specified in Section C for the Indoors
Resi dual Spraying (IRS) project. USAID Task Oder Contracting Oficers
(TOCCs) will request the work through the issuance of task orders
during the ordering period as specified in Section F of the contract.

B. 2 CONTRACT TYPE AND SERVI CES

This is an Indefinite Quantity Contract (1QC). The Government will
i ssue task orders that are either Cost-Plus-Fixed Fee (CPFF) or Firm
Fixed Priced. The Contractor nust perform the services set forth in
task orders at prices consistent with section B of this contract.

B.3 M N MUM OBLI GATED AMOUNT

The basic contract includes an initial obligation of funds in the
amount of $25,000.00 to cover the mnimm order guarantee. USAID is
required to order and the Contractor is required to furnish the
m ni mum or der anount of services.

Following this initial obligation, individual task orders wl]l
obligate funds to cover the work required under that task order.

B. 4 MAXI MUM CONTRACT CEI LI NG

The overall ceiling price of this I1Q is $150,000,000.00. The
maxi mum aggregate dollar value of all task orders awarded cannot
exceed the contract ceiling.

B.5.3 Fixed Fee Payment. For any task order issued ,under this
contract, at the time of each payment of allowable costs to the
Contractor, the USAID paying office ordinarily pays the Contractor a
percentage of fixed fee that directly corresponds to the percentage of
allowable costs being paid. Two exceptions to paying fixed fee in this
manner apply:

(a). If the TOCO determines that this method results in paying a
disproportionately higher ratio of fixed fee than the percentage of
work that the Contractor has completed, then the TOCO may suspend
further payment of any fixed fee until the Contractor has made
sufficient progress to Jjustify further payment, up to the agreed
percentage.

B.6 INDIRECT COSTS (CPFF)
Pending establishment of revised provisional or final indirect cost
rates, allowable indirect costs shall be reimbursed on the basis of

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SECTI ON C - DESCRI PTI ON SPECI FI CATI ONS/ STATEMENT OF
WORK

C.1 BACKGROUND AND RATI ONALE

(a) Recognizing the urgent need for a dramatic scaling-up of the
effort against malaria, on June 30, 2005, President George W Bush

announced a new U S. Government Mlaria Initiative of $1.2 billion
over the next five years. This new initiative, beginning with $30
mllion in bilateral funding in FY 06 and increasing each year to a

peak of $500 million through FY 10, will be provided to conbat the
di sease.

The Presidential Milaria Initiative (PM) is intended to accelerate
delivery of a package of proven preventive and curative interventions
in over 15 to-be-naned high-burden African countries with a total
popul ation of 175 mllion. The program is expected to reduce malaria
deaths by fifty percent (50% by achieving eighty-five percent (85%
coverage of artem sinin-based conbination therapies (ACTs), prevention
with insecticide-treated nets (ITNs) and indoor residual spraying
(IRS), and intermttent preventive treatment for pregnant wonen (I PT).

USAI D has supported limted IRS work in a nunber of countries over the
years; however, there has not been a strong central program to help
USAID Mssions inplenent conprehensive |IRS prograns. Wth the
i ncreased resources under the PM and refocused prograns in other
countries, USAID has the opportunity to substantially expand its
efforts in IRS.

(b) USAID, through its malaria program is conmmtted to expanding
access to a conprehensive set of prevention and treatmnent
interventions, including IRS; use of ITNs; pronpt treatnment with an
effective drug, currently artem sinin-based conbination therapy; and
intermttent preventive treatnent.

C. 2 OBJECTI VE

(a) Pur pose: The purpose of this IQC is to establish a world-wde
procurenment mechanism to support the PM, as well as USAID M ssions
and Bureaus with nalaria prograns outside the PM countries, and to
i npl ement USAID s goal of reducing the burden of mamlaria in Africa.
This 1QC will enhance USAID s ability to inplenent IRS prograns on the
ground through cost-effective commodities procurenent | ogi stics
systenms, access to technical expertise, and inplenmentation of IRS in
countries affected by mal ari a.

(b) njectives: The objectives of this IQC are to:

(1) Prepare and execute logistical plans for IRS related comodity
procurenment and distribution, including the purchase, storage and
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handl i ng of sprayers, insecticides and any other supplies required to
carry out the proposed IRS operations in the identified African
countries;

(2) Provide operational managenent support (i.e. field supervision,
operations planning, day-to-day inplenmentation managenent) to IRS
activities, primarily in the PM focus countries but also in other
countri es where USAI D supports mal ari a prograns;

(3) Ensure conpliance wth all USG environnental regul ati ons,
including the conduct of Envi ronnent al | mpact  Assessnents in
accordance with 22 CFR 216;

(4) Furnish expert short- and long-term technical assistance for IRS
activities; and

(5) Organize skills training for capacity devel opnment and on-going
supervision and nonitoring for safe and effective spraying in
accordance with Wrld Health O ganization (WHO gui deli nes.

(c) In pursuit of these goals, the contractor shall:

(1) Provide USAID with technical expertise and inplenentation support
in IRS to support the PM and the Agency’s naml aria strategy;

(2) Establish cost-effective inplenentation nechanisns by reducing
adm ni strative costs paid by USAID M ssions and USAID centrally-funded
activities; and

(3) Custom ze technical consultations and program support to neet
evolving USAID needs (i.e. expanded scope of vector control
activities, such as larval control.)

C.3 SCOPE OF WORK FOR | NDEFI NI TE QUANTI TY CONTRACT (I QO

(a) Ceneral: Contractors under this IQC shall provide nmalaria vector
control services to USAID M ssions, the USAI D/ Washi ngton d obal Health
Bureau, and other USAID Bureaus and operating units. Through the IRS
contracts, the contractors also shall provide, as requested by USAID

M ssions and other operating units, IRS related comodities
pr ocur erment and | ogi sti cal servi ces; pl anni ng, or gani zati on,
managenent , and inplenentation of I RS prograns; USAID M ssion
r equest ed host - country envi ronnent al i npact assessnent s (when

required); long- and short-term technical assistance; and advisory and
monitoring services to host country institutions (both governnental
and non-governnental) to inplenent effective IRS progranms. Task orders
i ssued by the requesting USAID operating unit will define the precise

specifications and activity requirenents. Activity requirements may
include determning insecticide choice, insecticide storage, human
resour ce requirenents, | ogi sti cal needs, tr ai ni ng, noni t ori ng,
eval uation, and other activities required for effective IRS prograns.
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(b) Contractor’ Roles

The contractor under this 1QC will constitute technical resources from
whi ch USAID M ssions and Bureaus may draw on to nmeet |IRS requirenents.
Based on specific task order requirenents, the IRS contractor shall
prepare a list of and procure IRS-related commodities and |ogistics
systens, provide day-to-day operational managenent support to IRS
prograns, inplenent I RS progranms in USAID-supported countries, fulfil
all USAID environnental review requirenments for activities involving
procurenment and/or use of pesticides, and organize skills training and
ongoi ng supervision and nonitoring of safe and effective spraying.

(c) Description of Functional Activities and Tasks

The expected neans for achieving the anticipated results under this
IRS IQC will be through individually awarded task orders. When a task
order is placed under this contract, the contractor shall performthe
required functions and tasks within the framework of this 1QC, or as
ot herwi se specified by the task order. Contractor performance shall be
eval uat ed agai nst the performance indicators established in each task
order. These indicators will include neasures such as proportion of
targeted households sprayed in accordance wth WO guidelines,
standard entonol ogi cal and epidem ol ogi cal outcone neasures, nunbers
of work-related injuries or pesticide-poisoning incidents, and sinilar
nmeasures of efficiency and safety.

Illustrative activities to be perforned under this 1QC. These incl ude:

IRS Related Commodities Procurenent and Logistics Systens
Managenent : Budget, procure, and manage distribution and use of
sprayers, insecticides, and all other supplies required to carry
out proposed IRS activities, in conmpliance with host country
national policies, WHO guidelines and the best locally available
technical information

Conduct assessnents of inventory nanagenent, warehouse capacity,
managenent information, and distribution systems to identify
strategies for inprovenent. These could include recommendi ng
feasi ble conputerized and private sector partnership approaches
based on | ocal conditions.

Ensure that procurement and |ogistics systens include adequate
saf eguards to prevent pilferage (“leakage”) of insecticides to

non-vector control uses, proper stock rotation and secure
st or age.

I mpl emrent ation  of I RS  Prograns: Provide state-of-the-art
techni cal assistance through expert consultancies and training to
host governnents and/or NGOs/private sector inplenenting partners
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on inproved vector managenment progranms and ways to inprove
ef fectiveness of I RS prograns, applying best practices as defined
by WHO guidelines and the USAID Supplenmental Environnenta
Assessnent (SEA) for the IRS activity in each country, and
| essons | earned from other countries.

Design, in collaboration with the host country National Mlaria
Control Program (NMCP) and other |ocal partners, effective IRS
prograns. This includes selection of cost-effective, appropriate
i nsecticides, establishment of efficient and effective spray
teans, and devel opnent of nessages and information to communities
where RS will take place.

Support day-to-day inplenentation of indoor residual spraying.

Envi ronment al Revi ew Conpliance: An initial planning step for in-

country operations wll be to conduct a Supplenenta
Environmental Assessnent (SEA) for USAID, in conpliance with 22
CFR 216 for each proposed country, including selection of

pesticides, plan for safe wuse of pesticides, and ongoing
monitoring and conpliance. Details on USAID environnental review
procedures (CFR 216 and the Progranmati c Environnental Assessment
for Integrated Vector Managenent (PEA for IVM as well as other
rel ated gui dance docunent s) can be f ound at
http://ww. usai d. gov/ our _wor k/ envi ronnment/ conpl i ance/i ndex. ht i .
The Suppl enmental Environmental Assessnent will nake reference to
the PEA for IVM (currently being finalized and to be ready by end
of March 2006) which wll provide the framework for the
Suppl enent al Envi ronnental Assessnent specific to each country.

Capacity Building: Increase technical skills and capability anobng
host country National Malaria Control Program staff through
short- and long-term technical assistance. Provide training, as
required, to support IRS inplenmentation, in accordance with WHO
gui del i nes.

Design and inplenment know edge transfer to local institutions
identified by the National Malaria Control Program as responsible
for future inplenmentation of IRS activities.

Monitoring and Evaluation: Conduct performance nonitoring and
reporting of the progranmis adherence to WHO s I RS technica

st andards(avai |l abl e at

http://ww. who. i nt/mal ari a/i ndoorresi dual spraying. htm ,
publications WHQO CDS/ WHOPES/ 2001.3 and  WHQ CDS/ WHOPES/ 2002. 5
Rev.1), the quality of training and ongoing supervision, the
efficiency and reliability of procurement activities, and
conpliance with environnmental procedures.
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Provi de on-going nonitoring and evaluation for specific prograns
and activities.

C4 MANAGEMENT OF GRANTS UNDER CONTRACT

Wth USAID concurrence and approval for individual Task Orders, the
Contractor may execute grants up to $25,000 with non-governnental
organi zations (not-for-profits or for-profits), in accordance with ADS
302.5.6(a). These grants (e.g., grants awarded to NGCs to design and
i npl erent information, education, communication (IEC) activities to
i ncrease homeowner conpliance with spray activities in a specific
area) would be considered for approval by USAID to the extent that
they assist the contractor to neet its program objectives.

(d) A copy of any specific marking instructions or waivers from
marking requirements is to be sent to the Contracting Oficer; the
original should be retained by the Contractor.
